Imagine the 
colorful possibilities of this  pat-
tern! For this particular class the 
Hex-N-More ruler will be very 
helpful and may become your new 

best sewing tool.

$35, plus pattern 
and supplies.

two) of one of Maria’s fabulous

there for you. For those big pro-
jects that require a wide backing 
we have 3 yard cuts of 108” wide 
fabrics that will be perfect to pre-
pare your quilt sandwich with no 
back piecing required. Also availa-
ble are rulers and patterns de-
signed by Gudrun Erla. Her 
Stripology rulers make cutting 
various widths of strips a breeze!
